Our International Baccalaureate course focuses on inquiry-based
learning through group work, essays and presentations. With the
exception of a few courses, all courses are taught in English. The
school has many foreign teachers and an English-speaking librari-
an on campus. The school provides an environment for students to
acquire the IBDP diploma in English.

| Features of the IB Course at Osaka International High School

Possibility of acquiring the IB
and HS graduation diplomas

In March 2022, Osaka International High School
became the only high school in Osaka Prefecture to
be authorized to deliver the IBDP in English. This
allows students to simultaneously obtain a Japanese
high school diploma and IBDP certification through a
three-year program.

9 Study Tour

In the summer of their second year of high school,
students will go on a study tour to deepen their
subject studies and broaden their own perspectives.
Students will be able to choose from a variety of
destinations, either overseas or in Japan, and will
decide where to go according to their interests. In
addition to choosing the destination, students can
organize their own activities at the destination, such
as visiting local universities (UCLA, Cambridge, etc.)
and interacting with students overseas, or interacting
with local residents in Japan.

Almost all classes are in English
aiming for the English IB diploma

The International Baccalaureate Course at Osaka
International High School is taught almost entirely in
English. The goal of the course is to obtain the IBDP
diploma in English. Instead of cramming, each student
not only acquires knowledge in each field of study,
but also deepens his or her learning through
inquiry-based learning and activities that foster
critical thinking skills and the ability to synthesize
knowledge by combining existing knowledge with new
knowledge.

Excellent Well-Equipped
School Facilities

The new school building is like a library in its entirety,
with a wide selection of English books. In addition, an
English-speaking librarian is on staff. The entire
building is equipped with Wi-Fi, allowing students to
access the Internet anywhere in the school. We have
created a space where students can communicate,
work independently, and access and explore
knowledge easily.

English B is a language acquisition course, so it focuses on improving language proficiency in
English as a second language on a daily basis. However, beyond that, it emphasizes exposing
students to various cultures through English, accepting the values cherished by each culture,
broadening their perspectives, and helping them form their own values. Please experience how to
"perceive the world through English."

Math: A& A

One of our goals in this class is to find connections between the subject of mathematics and the
world. We will search for answers, engage in dialogue and collaboration, and find connections with
other subjects. Through this multifaceted study of mathematics, students will hone their ability to
think constructively about the present and the future of the world in which we live.

Economics is the broad and logical study of the economic activities around us and the world
economy. In today's world of limited resources and excessive competition, what choices should we
make? What kind of decisions are companies and governments required to make? By focusing on
and exploring these issues, students will develop a global mindset.

To know chemistry is to unravel the environment that surrounds us. In this subject, we will not only
learn the terminology and history, but we will also examine everything around us, from chemicals
to food, and conduct experiments using a variety of methods. Explore the essence of matter while
experiencing the fun of chemistry, which involves correctly identifying, measuring, and combining
substances.

Biology

Students will study "Molecular Biology," "Genetics," "Ecology,” "Evolution and Biodiversity," and
"Human Psychology" as required units. In addition, students will study one of the following elective
compulsory units: "Neurobiology and Behavior', "Biotechnology and Bioinformatics', "Ecology and
Conservation', and "Human Physiology".

Environmental Systems and Societies

Over the course of two years, students will study a wide range of content from scientific areas
such as energy and ecosystems to population, resources, pollution issues, and social problems.
ESS is characterized by the use of case studies to identify specific problems, discuss solutions,
and discuss the advantages and disadvantages of the results of those solutions. The course is
characterized by the use of case studies. Students are required to analyze various perspectives
such as history, economics, geography, politics, ethics, etc., and in the process are able to apply
their knowledge of other subjects they are studying.

In this age of increasing mechanization, what is the significance of creating and playing music
with our own hands?

The maximum number of students is set at 15.

No, you cannot.

In the first year, about half of the classes are taken in
English. Courses reqguired for the Japanese high school
diploma, such as "Modern Japanese" and "Comprehensive
history," are taken in Japanese. On the other hand, from
the second year onward, classes in English for the
fully-fledged IB diploma increase, so all classes except for
"Physical Education” and "Health" are taught in English.

There are many inguiry and discussion based classes.
Among those are classes like TOK which doesn’'t have a
textbook.

Yes, for events like the sports and culture festival.

We provide guidance counseling focusing on universi-

ties in Japan and abroad that have special IBDP
entrance examinations. We provide an environment
where students can consult with IB course guidance
counselors about university matriculation paths.

I Q &A Questions and answers about IB course at Osaka International High School

We have returnee students who have lived abroad, students
with roots in other countries, and students who attended
international schools. Of course, there are also students
who chose the IB course from regular Japanese junior high
schools.

It is the same: 45 minute classes, 7 hours on Monday and
Friday, 6 hours on Wednesday, and 8 hours on Tuesday and
Thursday. There are no classes on Saturdays.

At the time of application, a minimum English proficiency
equivalent to Eiken Level 2 (CEFR B1) or higher is required.
Please refer to the separate application guidelines for
details on the entrance examination.

Basically, it's not supported. The curriculum is set up for
students to aim for the IB diploma.

There are some clubs that are difficult to
participate in due to the time necessary to complete work to
get the IB diploma.

There is an additional fee of ¥480,000 per year for the IB
course in addition to the tuition necessary for other courses.
